Community Forum 

● Unhoused population may be displaced from DC into our community. Is 
anyone having conversations?
○ SMCHD’s BH division started working with WARM last year. They are 

anticipating more folks in the program this year. Limited availability to take 
more people but conversations are beginning to happen.

○ Jaime is expecting the conversation to come up at the next Homlessness 
Prevention Board meeting.

○ Green line (DC metro) is currently closed through the end of August. This may 
delay any transition. 

○ Masonic organization has reached out to unhoused groups in that area and 
has worked in Prince George’s County. We haven’t heard of anything in St. 
Mary’s yet, but Nat will keep us updated.
